The Camp Luz Challenge course was built for the purpose of challenging participants,
both individually and as a group, to grow and learn to become a higher functioning
individual.

We also have a
large assortment of Initiatives or games that involve relatively little set up and are
designed for teambuilding. Initiatives can be done almost anywhere, indoors or out, so
weather is not a factor. We can also send a facilitator out to do initiatives with a group
that is not staying at camp.

We have well trained facilitators that will work with your group to create a unique and
meaningful experience adjusted specifically for your group members.

Before coming for your challenge course experience your group members must read and
sign the Camp Luz Adventure Program Consent Form. A parent or legal guardian’s
signature is also required for participants under 18 years of age.
